hen go to a Bible-believing church to
worship God for His goodness,
greatness and grace. Hear God's Word
there and learn how to live for Christ. Study
God’s Word and apply it to your life.
Confess and cast off your sins and let the



Lord cleanse you and encourage you till
you see Him face to face. Let Him purify
your thoughts, words and deeds.

We must remember that merely telling
others that we are Christians will not
save us. Not even our “experience of
conversion” will save us. One who says
that he is a Christian and yet continues to
sin wilfully without any struggle in his soul
against sin, must examine his faith again.
For if the Holy Spirit dwells in a person He
will cause war against the flesh and sin.
When God saves a person, He will purify
him. So let us work out our salvation with
fear and trembling, by God'’s grace. Prove
to the world the things that accompany
salvation in our lives (Hebrews 6:9).
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
